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eVrana is continuing work on the second phase of improvements to
Nebraska Highway N-31 through the town of Elkhorn.  When completed,
the two-phase project will include improvements to N-31 from West
Dodge Road north to West Maple Road.  Highway N-31 runs north-south
and is also known as 204th Street or State Street within the old township
of Elkhorn. The current phase of the project involves the repaving of
approximately two miles of N-31 from the north side of the bridge over
Railroad Avenue to a few blocks north of the West Maple Road
intersection and approximately one mile of West Maple Road.

The intersection of the highway and West Maple Road is perhaps the
most significant part of the project.  When complete, the intersection will
have 7 lanes of traffic on each of its four sides.  The widening of the
intersection allows for a center island to be constructed which will
separate the north and south bound lanes making the highway much
safer and allowing for multiple turn and thru lanes in all directions. 

"Aside from the challenge of working on a major arterial in an urban
setting, the project must work around existing utilities and includes the

replacement of the old clay tile sanitary
sewer lines that run along the length of the
highway.  This sewer line must, of course,
remain functional throughout the project,”
reports Bill Krebs, Vrana's Project Manager.
Many retail businesses that rely on traffic
from the highway must also be provided
with continuous access during the work.

Vrana completed the first phase of the work
in 2006 after the initial contractor was
released by the State of Nebraska and
Vrana assumed the contract.
